 POOL RULES
GENERAL

1.    The Lifeguard is in charge and has full authority to enforce all rules, both written and unwritten.

2.    No glass or alcohol inside the pool area.

3.    Horseplay, such as running, pushing, dunking, or excessive splashing, is not permitted.

4.    Clean bodies only.  Please shower before entering the pool.

5.    Admission to the pool may be refused to anyone with infectious disease, sores, or rashes.

6.    Profanity, improper behavior, or vulgar remarks are prohibited.

7.    Children are required to pass a swim test before they are allowed to come to the pool without an adult.

8.    Any child wearing a flotation device needs constant parental supervision in order to assure the child’s safety.  
These flotation devices deflate or come off without warning.  Flotation devices for children (such as arm floats) 
are not safety devices.

9.    A child wearing a flotation device may not go off the diving board.

10.  The Lifeguard may prohibit the use of floats at his/her discretion.  Floats are not permitted in the pool when the pool is crowded.

11.  Calling for “help” when not in need of help is forbidden.

12.  Lifeguard stands are off limits to anyone, except Lifeguards.

13.  Diving is permitted only in water more than five (5) feet deep.  No diving in shallow water!

14.  No tennis balls allowed in pool.

15.  “Adult Swim” will be called once each hour for at least ten (10) minutes.  Only people 
eighteen (18) years of age and older are allowed in the pool during adult swim.

16.  Proper swimming attire is required.  No cut offs or torn clothing allowed.   

WADING POOL
1.    Parents are responsible for children in the wading pool.  The wading pool is not lifeguarded; 
therefore, parents must be at the wading pool watching their children at all times.

2.    Parents are not allowed to be in the wading pool with their children. 

DIVING BOARD AND SLIDE RULES

1.    Only one person on diving board or slide at a time.

2.    The diving board should only be mounted by using the ladder.

3.    Only one person at a time on any ladder.

4.    Wait until the previous swimmer moves out of the way before diving.

5.    Only one bounce on the diving board.

6.    Dive straight off the front of the board.

7.    After diving, move out of the way.

8.    Swimming in the diving area is not allowed unless the Lifeguard has closed the diving board 

and opened the deep end to swimming.

9.    Do not hang on the board or do hand stands off the board.
